Sir John Reith Urged to Permit Talks
Against Blood-Sports

In & memorial to Sir John Reith,
Director General of the B.B.C,, the
council of the National Society for .the
Abolition of Cruel Sports, the executive
committees of the National Council for
Animals’ Welfare and Our Dumb
Friends League, and a number of
other signatories, including well-known
authors and broadcasters, draw his
attention “to the partial attitude
adopted by the British Broadcasting
Corporation in regard to blood-sports.”
The letter says:

During the past two years the B.B.C. has
on several occasions given broadcasts of
scenes and reminiscences of hunting, and
even one extolling fox-hunting from the
economic point of view. Though these
aroused many protests '‘throughout. the
country, and though the B.B.C. received a
deputation of humane societies on the
subject, it has steadfastly refused all
requests for some representative broadcast
giving tne case against cruel sports, its only
move in this direction being a debate,

which regards present-day hunting as a
cruel practice opposed to the whole trend
of modern cultural proiress and respect
for wild life.
